edge necessary to become proficient in the 
use of Oil Paint as an art medium. 

 
 Class Instruction is in workshop format. Each 

student works on their own painting at their 
own pace, and receives individualized atten-
tion and instruction. 

 
 Identifying a students artistic strengths and 

weaknesses and addressing them accordingly 
will be one of the main goals of class. 

 
 An additional class objective includes provid-

ing a working knowledge of the elements and 
principles of design, with an emphasis on 
good composition. 

 
 Students will be encouraged to explore a vari-

ety of subject matter with paintings created 
from both photographs and life. 

 
 More advance students may include animals 

and people in their choice of subject matter, 
however students should keep in mind that 
this is not intended to specifically be a portrait 
class. 

Class Instruction 

Make Up Classes 
 

As with any group class situation, the cost of the 
session pays for a place in class whether or not 
every class will be attended. Therefore, make 
up classes are not necessarily provided. 
However, when possible, students can make up 
a missed class by attending one of the other 
classes that they are not signed up for. Make up 
opportunities are on an “easel available” basis.
