What is Open Studio? 
• Open Studio provides easels for artists 

wanting a place to paint without a long term 
commitment. 

• It is available to all artists, providing they 
adhere to Creative Brush *Guidelines.

When is Open Studio available? 
• Currently Open Studio is available Fridays 

and Saturdays 1:00 - 5:00; artists can use an 
easel for all or part of the time. 

• The schedule may be adjusted as we learn 
which days and times are most preferred by 
the artists. 

• Easels are available on a first come, first 
serve basis.  

• Artists can sign-up in advance, through Mary, 
to reserve an easel for a particular Open 
Studio day.  

• Artists can also call last minute to find out if 
any easels are available. 

What is the Fee for Open Studio? 

• $15 per visit 
• Cash or Check is preferred. 
• or… 

• Purchase an Open Studio Card for $60 

• With the card you pay in advance for 4 Open 
Studios, and you receive a 5th one free.    

• Cards will be punched with each visit. 

• Lost cards will not be replace.   

• If desired, cards can be kept on file at 
Creative Brush. 

• The Open Studio Cards cost $60
